Hinckley refused to roll over though and lead by great defensive work from Jess Burke and Emma Draycott, tried to claw back the lead. With Leamington definitely on the back foot, the final whistle came just too soon for Hinckley as Leamington hung on for a 32 - 34 victory. GA Lucy Marsden was voted player of the match. 
Hinckley D were away to Stockton C this week, with a team change bringing substitutes Lynda Sanders in at GS and Nicola Coulson in at GK for the injured Alice Roche. The team started off well, instantly finding their rhythm to what was to become a closely fought match with end to end action. At half time the teams were drawing but in the third quarter Hinckley fell behind due to the consistent shooting from Stockton, though pulled it back to within 1 goal by the end of the quarter. The Hinckley defence  worked hard in the fourth, capitalising on the errors made by Stockton to send the ball back down the court. Hinckley took charge of the pace of play to take the lead by 2 goals in the last few minutes. Unfortunately the lead was short lived with Stockton finally taking the win 35-33.
