COVENTRY & WARWICKSHIRE JUNIOR NETBALL LEAGUE
RULES AND REGULATIONS – Version September 2013
The Equity policy operated by this league is as defined by Sport England.     
CWNA considers the health and safety of it's members to be of paramount importance and is committed to making every endeavour to ensure that safe playing conditions prevail.
All games shall be played under England Netball rules with the exception of: Regulations: Rule 21 
The Junior League is a sub division of the Coventry and Warwickshire Netball Association and will be governed by a committee which will include a Chairman, Vice Chairman and Registration/Results Secretary and Executive Committee.
REGULATIONS
1. A player affiliated to the senior league above division 4 will not be permitted to play in the Junior League. 
2. Juniors under 13 years of age that participate in the CWNA Junior League will not be eligible to register in the CWNA Senior League.
3. A registration fee is payable and must be submitted with the application form. Team sheets must be completed prior to the start of the first fixture and returned with the registration forms. Any registration fee unpaid on the date of the first playing fixture may result in the team being fined and points may be deducted. 
4. All players, coaches and officials must be affiliated to England Netball prior to taking part in any Junior League activity. 
5. (i) The participating age groups are defined as follows: 
1. Under 12 players must be year 7
2. Under 13 may be year 7 or 8
3. Under 14 may be year 8 or 9
4. Under 16 players may be year 9, 10 or 11.
ii) A registered player in a lower team may only play as a substitute in the age group immediately above their own. 
6. Always with the prior approval of the Junior Chairperson (or deputy) after the commencement of the playing season new players may be registered by telephoning the Junior League Registrations Secretary. The player must be registered with England Netball and the EN number given during the telephone call. The registration form and appropriate fee must be submitted to the Registration Secretary within 5 days of the newly registered players first playing date.
7.  All games will be played in accordance with All England rules and wherever possible will be held at a central venue. All games will consist of 4, 12 minute quarters.
8. Each results form must be completed by both teams and it is the responsibility of the first named team in the official Junior League schedule to return the form to the Results Secretary.

a. The form must be returned to the results secretary to arrive no later than 48 hours after the date of the fixture, otherwise a fine may be levied.

b. Fines may also be levied for incomplete or spoiled forms at the discretion of the Junior League committee.

9. Playing dates will be fixed and postponements will not be allowed. Matches are always played outdoors, never indoors. 
i) If a game is not played on (or before under rule 9ii) the given date the fixture will be deemed as unfulfilled, 1 point MAY be deducted and maximum points will be awarded to the opposing team.
ii) Games may be brought forward from the fixture date at the agreement of both clubs. Upon this agreement being reached the Chairperson and Registrations Secretary must be informed immediately. Notification must be no later than 1900 on the Thursday prior to the original fixture date. Failure to notify by the stipulated time will render the requesting team liable for any court costs incurred.
10.  No waiting time for players is allowed. Opposing captains must toss before entering the court and ensure that their team is on court and ready to play at the appointed time. 
i) A playing schedule will be issued prior to the commencement of the season. Matches must start at the time stated on the schedule.

11. Time will be allowed for injury in accordance with England Netball guidelines at the direction of the Umpire.
12. In the event of a team being incomplete they must play with the number present at the scheduled match start time (minimum of players is 6)


UMPIRING
1. The umpire must be affiliated to the Umpires Association.
2. All matches must be officiated by 2 umpires. 
3. All teams are obliged to pay their umpire an expenses fee in accordance with the guidelines set by the Umpires Association.
4. It is the responsibility of the umpires to organise the timing of each individual game.
5. It is the responsibility of the umpires to organise the scoring of each individual game. If two scorers are used they must stand together and as close to an umpire as possible without impeding their movement.
CONDUCT
    
Respect all officials.
   
Be conversant with and observe the rules of the game.

Offensive language, remarks or gestures will not be tolerated and may lead to disciplinary 
action.

Play the game fairly, be competitive without use of aggression.

During the game do not question an umpiring decision either directly or by gesture or 
indirect remark. You may ask for clarification of a decision via your captain at half or full 
time.

Time is precious, give the ball to the opposition promptly to enable them to take throw ins or 
penalties to keep the game flowing.

When a penalty is given ensure that you are in the correct position as indicated by the 
umpire.

Remember you are representing your club who will be judged by your behaviour. Accept 
victory modestly and defeat graciously.

Shake hands with your opponent at the end of the game.
COMPLAINTS    
  
Any complaint regarding the Junior League regarding players, coaches and affiliated club members must be sent to the Junior League Chairman within 10 days of the fixture. The letter must be countersigned and sent by the Club Secretary. All letters must state in full reasons for the complaint. The Chairman and two league officials will decide if there is a bona fide cause for complaint and will decide on an appropriate cause of action. If it is felt that a serious breach of protocol has occurred the disciplinary procedures outlined in the main league constitution will be invoked.
STANDING OFF
In the event of a player being stood off during a match, both umpires must complete the relevant form and send to the Chairperson of the Coventry and Warwickshire Netball League.

DUTY OF CARE
Club coaches may use recording/photographic devices as a legitimate coaching aid having obtained prior permission from the players involved and parent(s)/guardian(s). Please let the league officials know of your intention at the beginning of the session.
Any other person wishing to take photographs or recordings at a Junior league session must notify the league of their intention in advance of the game supplying contact details and the reason for the request. Permission from the opposing players and officials must also be 
sought. Anyone found taking photographs or making recordings that have not been approved will be asked to stop immediately or the game may be abandoned.  
Any person who does not wish to be photographed or recorded should register their objection with the league.
Appropriate clothing (including underwear) and footwear must be worn at all times. Laces must be tied.

Each team should carry a first aid kit.

Please note that the Junior league executive committee will adjudicate on any matters not covered in the rules and regulations.
